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Abstract

The talk will cover the development of privacy policy in India over the last 3 years, particularly in
relation to projects such as NATGRID, CMS and UID. Special attention will be paid to the Justice AP
Shah committee report, the last leak of the privacy bill from the DoPT and also the citizen draft of the
privacy bill developed by the Centre for Internet and Society. International experiences such as
Snowden's disclosures and the development of communication surveillance principles developed by
EFF and others will be compared and contrasted with the Indian context.
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
