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US slams Pak for Modi to address mega reception at Wembley

Washington: Pakistan’s nuclear
sabre rattling
earned for it a mild
reprimand from
the Obama admin-
istration even as
military generals
in Rawalpindi told
the country’s poli-
ticiansthatIndiais
— their principal ex-
ternal threat and they need more
money to counter it.

Border tension between India and
Pakistan figured in the daily US state
department briefing on Thursday
with a spokesman cautioning Islama-
bad for talking loosely about using
nuclear weapons to counter India.

“Wewanttoseetensionsdecrease,
and speculation about potential use
of nuclear weapons certainly isn’tdo-
inganythingto help it, if in fact those
comments were made,” spokesman
John Kirby said.

The censure came after Pakistan’s
geriatric NSA Sartaj Aziz boasted
that Pakistan was a nuclear weapons
power that was capable of defending
itself against India, even though New
Delhi has made no nuclear threats
and has a no-first use policy when it
comes to nuclear weapons use.

Kirby essayed the familiar salu-
tary advice to a country that is home
to a wide range of terrorists and ter-
ror groups, some of them designated
by the UN and US.

“(US) secretary (of state, John)
Kerry has said repeatedly that he
wants the two nations to continue to
work together, with constructive dia-

logue, to resolve their issues, and we
understand that there are issues that
are longstanding,” Kirby told report-
ers. “But that’s what really needs to
happen, is sitting down, dialogue,
cooperation, talking through these
things, and trying to work through
some meaningful solutions.”

Earlier in the week, the state de-
partment had repeated the familiar
mantra that such talks were some-
thing the two sides needed to under-
take and no mediation can be expect-
ed from athird party.

Pakistan has been tryinghard to at-
tract international attention and
mediation into the Kashmir dispute
while not giving up on its patronage of
terrorist groups such as LeT and its
avatars and helping militants infil-
trate into India. Earlier this week, Pa-
kistan’sambassadortothe UN Maleeha
Lodhi took its complaints to the UN
even though Pakistan protects UN des-
ignated terrorists such as Hafiz Saeed.

On Friday, Pakistani media re-
ported that in a briefing at the joint
staff headquarters, the generals told
members of Pakistan’s senate de-
fense committee that India was buy-
ing $100 billion worth of weapons
overthenextfive yearsaimed primar-

Wembley Stadium is one of
London’s most recognized fea-
tures and the area has a high per-
centage of people of Indian ori-
gin. Organizers said the PM will
be given an Olympic-style recep-
tion that will reflect his populari-
ty with the British Indian com-
munity and boost India-UK ties.

New Delhi: After India and Pa-
kistan publicly sparred over
Hurriyat and accused each oth-
er of tampering with the Ufa
agenda, Islamabad has now al-
legeditwasthefailuretoensure
a meeting between its foreign
secretary Aizaz Chaudhry and
his Indian counterpart S Jaish-
ankar which put paid to hope of
holding the NSA-level dialogue.
On August 21, India officially
conveyed to Pakistan that a
meeting between the foreign sec-
retaries wasn’t possible. Indian
officials said it wasn’t a part of
the Ufa agenda. According to In-
dia, the meeting was suggested
as an afterthought and after it
had become evident that Pakis-
tan wasn’t interested, going by
the delay on the part of Islama-
bad in confirming the dates.
Pakistan had proposed the
meeting, on the sidelines of
NSA dialogue, to discuss mod-
alities for further discussions
onwhatitdescribesasthecore
issue of Kashmir. This was ap-
parently important for Sharif
as he was keen to convey that
the issue remained as signifi-
cant as ever for Pakistan, after
he allowed India to not men-
tion J&K in the Ufa statement.
The Ufa statement did not
mention any meeting between
the foreign secretaries.
Pakistan believes the talks
were taking place after two
back-to-back concessions by
the Sharif-led civilian govern-
mentto India.
